‘36 Streets’. This atmospheric and bustling area of ancient narrow streets and alleys is home to
literally thousands of small businesses as well as revered temples and traditional ‘tube houses.’
The Old Quarter is a fascinating place to explore, with plenty of photo opportunities at every turn.
You can also visit the local-style Hang Be Market. Then enjoy a stroll around the legendary Hoan
Kiem Lake, located nearby in the heart of Hanoi. Here, you can walk across the iconic Red Bridge to
ancient Ngoc Son Temple located on Jade Islet within the lake.<br /><br />This evening enjoy a
traditional water puppet show, a unique North Vietnamese art form depicting scenes from rural life
and episodes of historical significance.

A short drive will take you to the Killing
Fields at Choeung Ek, where you’ll have the opportunity to stroll through the fields, visit the
memorial and understand more about this country’s sombre chapter.</p></p><p><p>Afterwards,
visit Tuol Sleng Genocide Museum (also known as ‘S-21’), a former school converted to the Khmer
Rouge’s main prison and torture HQ. Spend the afternoon as you please, either exploring our
