Day 3: Linz (Austria)

and hand-carved nativity scenes are on display in many of its churches, creating a serene and

/><span>Walking tour of Linz with a Linzer Torte tasting<br />Rug up for a walking tour of Linz,
where you can admire its unique mix of historic and contemporary buildings. Finish with a tasting
of Linzer torte (a rich tarte filled with fruit preserves), where you'll learn more about Europe’s most
popular desserts named after the town of
Linz.</span></p><p><strong>DiscoverMORE</strong><br /><span>Full day Excursion to Salzburg
(extra expense)<br />The birthplace of Mozart and the picturesque setting for the theatrical
masterpiece, The Sound of Music, Salzburg has a unique charm and is surrounded by the
breathtaking Alps.

Day 4: Dirnstein (Austria)

Melk sparkles over
Christmas, from the beautifully decorated buildings to the lively festive market.<br /><br />Later,
your Emerald Star-Ship sails through the UNESCO World Heritage-listed Wachau Valley and on to
Dirnstein, one of the most enchanting villages in the Wachau wine
region.</p></p><p><strong>EmeraldPLUS</strong><br /><span>Gottweig Abbey with organ
recital<br />Embark on a guided tour of Géttweig Abbey, a true treasure overlooking the valley from
a hill covered by vineyards and forests. Built in 1083, it's one of Austria's most important
Benedictine abbeys, attracting visitors from around the globe. Run by a community of about 45
monks, it’s visible from a great distance and provides epic panoramas from the grounds. Later, sit
down to a moving organ recital.</span></p>

Your tour will include a visit to the Kunsthistorisches Museum, the largest
art museum in the country and one of the most important museums
worldwide.</span></p><p><strong>DiscoverMORE</strong><br /><span>Viennese evening
concert (extra expense)<br />With Mozart, Beethoven, Strauss and Schubert among its historical
repertoire, Vienna is the world capital of opera and classical music.

Day 7: Budapest (Hungary)

city is a true delight at Christmas, when it becomes a magical winter wonderland of decorations,
lights and festive cheer. The locals soak in the city’s many thermal baths to beat the crisp chill of
the season.<br /><br />This evening, an on board traditional Hungarian folklore show is certain to
delight.</p></p><p><strong>Included Excursion</strong><br /><span>Guided coach tour of
Budapest<br />Enjoy a guided tour of the city with your local guide this morning. Explore the World
Heritage-listed centre, travelling through the chapters of architecture through the ages from
Romanesque to Baroque and classical fagades. See the Liberty Statue, Heroes’ Square and the
Buda Castle district, before a walking tour showcases Matthias Church and the Fisherman's
Bastion. Afterwards, explore the Christmas

The main square, Fo Tér, and the alleyways around it
are lined with art galleries, museums and shops.<br />Activity level: Moderate, Duration: 4
hours</span></p><p><strong>DiscoverMORE</strong><br /><span>Jewish Heritage Tour (extra
expense)<br />During this thoughtful tour, your local guide will introduce you to some of the most
significant Jewish events that have shaped Budapest's culture. See the buildings that once played
important roles in the flourishing Jewish trade that existed prior to World War Il. In Pest, the 'Shoes
on the Danube' memorial stands as a striking reminder of what happened to the Jewish



communities in Budapest during wartime.<br />Activity level: Moderate, Duration: 4
