Day 1: Amsterdam (Netherlands)

<p><p>Welcome to Amsterdam, a postcard-worthy destination of picturesque canals, cafés, and
art galleries. When you arrive, you'll be met at the airport and transferred to your contemporary

Day 4: Riidesheim (Germany)

Riidesheim hosts the ‘Christmas Market of Nations’, where more than 100 stalls represent over a



dozen nations, each showcasing their own Christmas specialities, customs and
celebrations.</p></p><p><strong>Included Excursion</strong><br /><span>A visit to Siegfried’s
Mechanical Music Cabinet Museum<br />Catch the small Winzerexpress train through the narrow
city streets to Siegfried's Mechanical Music Cabinet Museum. Inside, discover a vast selection of
more than 350 automatic mechanical music instruments ranging from the tiniest music box to the
giant Concert-Piano-Orchestrion.</span></p><p><strong>DiscoverMORE</strong><br
/><span>Eberbach Abbey with wine tasting (extra expense)<br />Founded in 1136 by St. Bernard of
Clairvaux, Eberbach Abbey is one of the best-preserved medieval monasteries in the Rheingau
Region and boasts the largest medieval vineyard in the country. During your visit, you'll have the
opportunity to indulge in a Riesling wine tasting, experiencing the vibrant flavours of the region.<br
/>Activity level: Easy, Duration: 3.5 hours</span></p>

Day 5: Miltenberg (Germany)

<p><p>Welcome to Miltenberg, a postcard-worthy town set against the lush backdrop of the
Odenwald forest. Christmastime swathes the area with festive cheer, with decorations and
colourful window displays illuminated at dusk by twinkling fairy lights. Miltenberg is home to one of
the oldest pubs in Germany, and its delightful boutique market features stalls full of local arts,
crafts, and delightful treats. Perhaps try an apple streusel kuchen during your time here, a type of
apple crumb cake that the area is famous for.</p></p><p><strong>Included Excursion</strong><br
/><span>A guided tour of Miltenberg<br />Join your local guide to stroll down the cobblestone
streets lined with colourful houses and view the Gothic Merchant Hall, an impressive symbol of
past affluence. You'll see the oldest inn in Germany, dating back to at least 1411, Miltenberg Castle,
and the unique red sandstone church and
bridge.</span></p><p><strong>EmeraldPLUS</strong><br /><span>Bronnbach Abbey with
concert and tasting<br />Experience the rich history and serene beauty of Bronnbach Abbey in
nearby Wertheim. This well-preserved Cistercian monastery is known for its stunning Romanesque
and Gothic architecture, peaceful cloisters, and impressive Baroque interiors.

<p><p>Known as the ‘Pearl of the Romantic Road’, Wiirzburg is the wine capital of Franconia, a
position it has held since the Middle Ages. It is surrounded by sloping vineyards famous for their



white wines, particularly the unique silvaner variety and the distinctive bocksbeuter rounded
bottles. Nestled in the heart of the Old Town, you'll find an enchanting Christmas market. Steeped
in 19th-century beginnings, more than 100 wooden stalls showcase seasonal decorations and
delectable treats, all coated by the soft glow of Christmas lights. A traditional mug of glihwein, a
hot red wine infused with spices, is the best way to fight off the chill of a cold
day.</p></p><p><strong>Included Excursion</strong><br /><span>A walking tour of Wirzburg and
visit to the Bishops Residence<br />The architects behind the World Heritage-listed Wiirzburg
Residence drew inspiration from a range of different styles, including Viennese Baroque and
secular features from ltaly, which was heavily damaged during World War Il. Enjoy learning about
how this impressive building was restored to its former glory on a guided
tour.</span></p><p><strong>DiscoverMORE</strong><br /><span>Excursion to Rothenburg (extra
expense)<br />Explore the best-preserved medieval town in Germany, which is even more magical
when decorated for Christmas. Walk its medieval walls and climb to the top of the Town Hall
Tower for a panoramic view of the town and countryside. Rothenburg offers a selection of Gothic
churches, museums, art exhibitions and historic restaurants where you'll enjoy a special tasting of
local sausages.<br />Activity level: Moderate, Duration: 6.5 hours</span></p>

Day 7: Bamberg (Germany)

<p><p>The World Heritage-listed town of Bamberg is home to not just one, but four delightful
Christmas markets, each acting as sparkling gems set amongst half-timbered surrounds. Here,
you'll be able to find some of the loveliest Baroque nativity scenes that Germany has to offer.<br
/><br />Make sure to stop and try a glass of Bamberg’s famous beer. Nine breweries call the town
home, and several of their world-famous products are still made using traditional Franconian
brewing methods.</p></p><p><strong>Included Excursion</strong><br /><span>A guided tour of
Bamberg<br />Feel the magic of the past as you explore the city with your local guide, marvelling at
the opulence of the New Residence, once inhabited by the prince bishops and now home to a
plethora of old German and Baroque paintings from the Bavarian State collection. Enjoy a tranquil
stroll around the Rose Garden to round your day off peacefully.</span></p>

In Pest, the 'Shoes
on the Danube' memorial stands as a striking reminder of what happened to the Jewish
