Day 1: Valparaiso (Chile)

cobblestone streets bustling with casual eateries and bars to enjoy a craft beer or piscola (pisco
and coke).<br /><br />Your journey into wonder begins with a warm greeting from the Captain and
crew as you step on board Scenic Eclipse.

<p><span>A busy town in the Chilean Lake District, Puerto Montt sits near the end of the Pan-
American Highway, a legendary stretch of road beginning in Alaska and continuing to Ushuaia in
Argentina. Framed by snow-capped volcanoes and lush green landscapes, Puerto Montt serves as
a gateway to the stunning Andean Alps.

You will be able to learn about the
ancient Mapuche culture, navigate the town’s intricate wooden boardwalks and see its native
wildlife.<br /><br />You will also witness the stunning Pio XI Glacier, which is nestled within the
Bernardo O’Higgins National Park, in the heart of Chilean Patagonia, and spans the size of
Santiago. Also known as Briiggen Glacier, this exceptional wonder is one of the few glaciers on
