Day 1: Buenos Aires (Argentina)

sidewalk cafes and green spaces, there is the fiery passion of Latin America – a collective love for
football, flame-cooked meats (asado) and the tango.   </span></p><p><span>Some of the
highlights are La Boca, a colourful, creative mecca with an art walk, and San Telmo, a former
aristocratic neighbourhood abandoned during a 19th-century epidemic. Mansions were turned into
conventillos (shared housing), boutique hotels, antique shops, and tango clubs, exuding a
captivating bohemian vibe.</span></p>
