Day 1: Istanbul (Turkey)

<p><span>Welcome to Istanbul. Home to more than 15 million people, it's the largest city in Turkey
and one of the largest in the world. Istanbul will inspire all your senses, an exhilarating blend of
cultures, cuisines, architecture, history and style.</span></p>

Day 2: Istanbul (Turkey)

<p><span>There have been settlements in what is now Istanbul, occupying both banks of the
Bosphorus Strait, for thousands of years. The modern city began life as Constantinople in the 4th
century, before changing its name to Istanbul in 1930. Wherever you go, you're walking through
history. See two of the city’'s most famous landmarks, sitting on either side of the central
Sultanahmet Park; Hagia Sophia and the Blue Mosque and visit Topkapi Palace.</span></p>

Now a unique mix of Art Nouveau
remnants and Brutalist — era architecture sit alongside wide, tree lined boulevards and leafy
squares, hidden street art and thriving nightlife. Enjoy a one-night stay in a luxury

Take a guided walking tour of the fort and learn about its history. It is the best preserved of the six
points of the Turkish fortification system.<br /><br />Visit Alfatar Village: Take an excursion to the
small village of Alfatar, located just outside of Silistra. Visit the ethnographic museum featuring a
typical country house, see customary attire and visit the Alfatar school to meet local children for a

Within its narrow laneways, the city lays claim to having the highest
concentration of bars in the country. </span></p><p><strong>Freechoice: </strong><span><br

/>Walking tour of Regensburg: On the confluence of three rivers in Bavaria, Regensburg is known
as the best-preserved medieval city in Germany.

<p><span>Cruise into Nuremberg, Bavaria’'s second-largest city, today, protected by an ancient city
wall. The city is dominated by one of the most significant imperial forts of the Holy Roman Empire,
the 12th century Imperial Castle, which was the preferred residence of German

kings. </span></p><p><span>Behind its charming fagade, Nuremberg also has a turbulent history.
During WWII, the city was favoured by the Nazis for party rallies and many of the anti-Jewish laws
began here. By 1945, the city was reduced to rubble, including large sections of the Imperial Castle
and Old Town.
