Day 1: Amsterdam (Netherlands)

<p><span>Your journey begins in the picturesque city of Amsterdam. A labyrinth of narrow
laneways and canals lined with beautifully preserved 17th century buildings and charming cafés,
the city is a delight to wander.<br /><br />Board your ultra-luxury 5-star Scenic Space-Ship this

Day 8: Nuremberg (Germany)

<p><span>Arrive in Nuremberg, Bavaria’s second largest city, where the Old Town is protected by
an ancient city wall. The city is dominated by one of the most significant imperial forts of the Holy
Roman Empire, the 12th century Imperial Castle, which was the preferred residence of German
kings.<br /><br />Behind its charming façade, Nuremberg also has a turbulent history. During WWII,
the city was favoured by the Nazis for party rallies and many of the anti-Jewish laws began here. By
1945, the city was reduced to rubble, including large sections of the Imperial Castle and Old Town.
After the war, Nazi leaders were tried here for their war crimes.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic

Within its narrow laneways, the
city lays claim to having the highest concentration of bars in the
country.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice: </strong><span><br />Today, Regensburg
offers a selection of Scenic Freechoice activities to choose from:<br /><br />Walking tour of
Regensburg: On the confluence of three rivers in Bavaria, Regensburg is known as the best-
preserved medieval city in Germany. Guests will join a walking tour with a local guide to see the old
stone bridge, the Church of St James, and the Porta Praetoria.<br /><br />Weltenburg Abbey: Take
a ferry through the Danube Gorge to Weltenburg Abbey, the oldest monastery in Bavaria, founded
by monks in approximately 600AD. Explore the Abbey and Cloister Church, then sample the award-



winning beer produced on site since 1050.<br /><br />Thurn und Taxis active walking tour: Join an
active walking tour from the ship to Thurn und Taxis Castle, for a guided tour followed by free time.

Day 10: Passau (Germany)

<p><span>Arrive in Passau early this morning. Set at the meeting point of three rivers and close to
the border with Austria, it was an important trading point for centuries. It was also a significant
town in the Holy Roman Empire, and the charming Old Town was mostly built by powerful prince-
bishops in an Italianate style.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice: </strong><span><br
/>Take your pick from the following Scenic Freechoice excursions.<br /><br />Full day excursion to
Salzburg: Cross the border into Salzburg, Austria, a storybook city surrounded by alpine peaks and
best known as the home of Mozart and The Sound of Music. On a guided tour, learn about its art
and music scene, visit Mozart’s birthplace, and see the vast Hohensalzburg Fortress. Enjoy lunch at
a local restaurant and some free time.<br /><br />Full day excursion to Ceský Krumlov: Journey to
the World Heritag-listed Czech town of Ceský Krumlov brimming with charm.

It was the site of the 16th century Battle of Mohács, which
led to the destruction of the Hungarian monarchy and the rise of Ottoman and Habsburg
rule.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice: </strong><span><br />Explore your way with one
of these excursions:<br /><br />Guided tour of Pécs: Located close to the Croatian border, this
guided tour will take you to the city’s first telephone exchange which opened in 1885, the Turkish
Bath of Pasha Memi which was demolished in the late 19th century but unearthed in the 1970s,
and more.<br /><br />Villány wine stories: The region of Villány is known for its bold red wines.
Visit the charming village, where you will learn about everyday life in Hungary then explore historic
wine cellars where you can sample local drops.<br /><br />Mohács traditions and flavours:
Experience Mohács, a town where Hungarians, Croats, and Serbs live in unity, sharing rich
traditions and multicultural heritage. Visit the Busóudvar Museum to learn about the World

Known as
‘The Hero Town,’ it is famed for its historic resilience, especially its fierce defence during the
Croatian War of Independence in the early 1990s, which left a lasting mark on its landscape and
collective memory.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice: </strong><span><br />Choose
from the following Scenic Freechoice activities:<br /><br />Walking tour of Osijek: Take a guided
walking tour of nearby Osijek.

This eclectic city is steeped in history and Brutalist and
Art Nouveau buildings. It’s one of the oldest capitals in Europe and has stood at the crossroads
between the Austro-Hungarian and Ottoman empires for centuries. Thanks to these centuries of
conflict, Belgrade has been rebuilt almost 40 times.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice:
