Day 1: Amsterdam (Netherlands)

<p><span>Welcome to Amsterdam. This historic city is a labyrinth of narrow laneways and canals
lined with beautifully preserved 17th century buildings and charming cafés. Upon arrival, transfer to
your luxury hotel.

Antwerp’s charm lies in its contradictions, a city with a medieval heart of cobbled lanes
and riverside fortress combined with a creative pulse that champions innovation, including modern
architecture and a thriving culinary scene.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice:
