Day 1: Amsterdam (Netherlands)

<p><span>Welcome to Amsterdam and your exclusive departure for valued Scenic Club members.

Often
referred to as the ‘Venice of the North’, much of the UNESCO-listed canal system exists today as it
did hundreds of years ago, lined with well-preserved houses and intersected by charming
bridges.<br /><br />Board your 5-star Scenic Space-Ship this afternoon and meet your fellow
Scenic Club members.

Day 2: Dordrecht (Netherlands)

<p><span>Welcome to Germany and the city of Diisseldorf, known for its art scene and fashion
industry. This affluent city was dubbed ‘Little Paris’ by Napoleon and is filled with museums,
galleries and luxurious shops. Its charming old town is home to around 260 pubs and bars, and the
harbour precinct blends the old with new: historic quay walls, warehouses and silos rub shoulders



with striking architecturally designed buildings by the likes of Frank
Gehry.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice: </strong><span><br />Choose from one of this
morning’s Scenic Freechoice excursions:<br /><br />City walking tour: Explore Diisseldorf on a
guided walking tour.

<p><span>Another wonderfully preserved riverside town, Bernkastel is home to an atmospheric
market square with buildings that date to the 13th century and the ruins of Landshut Castle sitting
high above on a hill, where archaeological remains from the fourth and fifth centuries were
uncovered in 2012. It also sits at the heart of the Moselle Valley wine region and one of the world’s
most famous Riesling vineyards, Bernkasteler Doctor, is just on the edge of
town.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice: </strong><span><br />Discover Bernkastel your



way on one of these excursions:<br /><br />Walking tour of Bernkastel: Your expert guide will
explain the local architecture and culture during a guided tour or the town’s highlights, including
perfectly preserved half-timbered houses and the Renaissance-style Rathaus (Town Hall). Then
enjoy some time at leisure.<br /><br />Excursion to Trier: Drive to Trier, a charming Roman city
located near the Luxembourg border and birthplace of Karl Marx. Join a local guide to see the
Porta Nigra, one of the best-preserved Roman gates in Germany, as well as the Trier Cathedral.<br
/><br />Wine tasting along the Moselle: The fertile banks of the Moselle River are a winemaker's
paradise. Learn about the varieties that are grown and produced at one of the most renowned
wineries in the region, then sample a selection of local wines.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic
Enrich</strong><br /><span>Tonight, you are in for a special treat with a private classical concert
in the breathtaking surroundings of the World Heritage-listed Liebfrauenkirche, or Church of Our
Lady, in the heart of the Roman city of Trier. During the concert, admire the incredible architecture
and intricate stained-glass windows of the church as you are immersed in magnificent classical
music. This Enrich event was only introduced in 2024, so you may not have experienced
it.</span></p>

Day 10: Koblenz (Germany)

<p><span>0ne of Germany'’s oldest cities, Koblenz was founded by the Romans more than 2,000
years ago and is brimming with history. It sits where the Rhine and Moselle rivers meet and
promises a mélange of French and German cultures. Koblenz is filled with parks and flowers and is
the gateway to both the romantic Rhine Valley and the beautiful Moselle
Valley.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice: </strong><span><br />Choose to explore your
way with today’s Scenic Freechoice:<br /><br />Guided walking tour of Koblenz: Join your guide to

Visit today and sample some of these delicious wines.<br /><br />Excursion to
Colmar: Visit to Colmar and step into a fairy tale. Likened to Venice due to its quaint canals, the city
centre features an abundance of half-timbered houses, some dating back a thousand years,
cobblestoned streets lined with charming stores and cafes, and bustling markets serving up
delicious local produce.<br /><br />Excursion to Freiburg: Discover picturesque Freiburg, located
on the edge of the magical Black Forest. Your local guide will escort you through the medieval town
centre to see the Freiburg Munster, one of only a handful of structures that survived the bombings
during WWII2.</span></p><p><span>Return to your Scenic Space-Ship and enjoy a tasting of
delicious local cheeses, guided by the expert Scenic culinary team.
