Day 1: Amsterdam (Netherlands)

<p><span>‘Welkom’ to Amsterdam. The capital of The Netherlands is a unique blend of history and
art, and threaded with picturesque canals.</span></p><p><span>Join your 5-star Scenic Space-
Ship this afternoon and enjoy the evening’'s welcome reception, where you can meet your fellow
guests and raise a glass to the journey that awaits. With a late departure, you can go on shore after
dinner to sample some of its legendary nightlife.</span></p><p><span>Please book your flight to
arrive into Amsterdam prior to 05:00 PM.</span></p>

Day 2: Dordrecht (Netherlands)

<p><span>An early departure out of Amsterdam allows for relaxed cruising before arriving in
Dordrecht. It's the oldest city in Holland and its location as a port city made it an important
merchant stop. As you explore the port, the canals, the picturesque alleyways and the town square



you'll discover more than 1,000 historic monuments dotted around the town, many of which have
been reborn as restaurants, museums and theatres.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice:
</strong><span><br />Choose one of the following excursions:<br /><br />Delft pottery factory
visit: Delft is a charming city famed for its blue and white pottery. Enjoy a guided tour before
visiting the 17th century pottery factory where master painters still decorate in the traditional
manner.<br /><br />Walking tour of Dordrecht: A local guide will take you on a walking tour of the
city’s winding canals, picturesque streets and historic buildings. Highlights include Groothoofd
Quay, the Grote Kerk (Great Church) and the Old Water Tower.<br /><br />Excursion to Kinderdijk:
Windmills are an icon of Dutch culture and the traditional village of Kinderdjik boasts 19 of them.

Antwerp’s charm lies in its contradictions, a city with a medieval heart of cobbled lanes
and riverside fortress combined with a creative pulse that champions innovation, including modern
architecture and a thriving culinary scene.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice:

The stunning 65-kilometre stretch of
river is punctuated with a constellation of some 40 hilltop castles and fortresses that span a period
of 1,000 years. Look out for the Lorelei statue, dedicated to the tragic legend of a beautiful maiden
whose voice distracts sailors — the potential inspiration for the Sirens who tempted Odysseus.<br
/><br />Disembark in Riidesheim, a stunning town surrounded by steep vineyards that's known for
its medieval architecture and wine culture — locals have been cultivating wine for more than two
millennia.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice: </strong><span><br />Explore your way with
one of these excursions:<br /><br />Siegfried’s Musikkabinett Museum: Arrive to this quirky
museum by mini train, where a local guide will introduce you to its weird and wonderful mechanical
musical instruments.
