<p><span>Welcome to Bordeaux, where your crew are ready to receive you on board the luxurious
Scenic Diamond.</span></p><p><span>The moniker 'Sleeping Beauty' or La Belle Endormie was
given to Bordeaux when industry was moved to the outskirts and the city was all but abandoned. In
the late 20th century, the city was revived and restored to its former glory. The city centre was
pedestrianised, limestone was revealed under blackened facades, and Bordeaux was listed as a
World Heritage Site with more than 300 structures declared historical monuments. It's now one of
the most desirable places in France to live and visit.</span></p>

/><span>Set in spectacular surrounds in the Médoc countryside, Chateau d'Agassac is truly
enchanting. Dating back to the 13th century the Chateau is one of the oldest winemaking
establishments in the region and is the venue for your unforgettable evening concert. Wander
through the chateau and its gardens and soak in the ambiance of this magnificent property before
a string quartet performs classical masterpieces for your enjoyment.</span></p>
