Day 1: Amsterdam (Netherlands)

<p><span>Your journey begins in the picturesque city of Amsterdam. A labyrinth of narrow
laneways adorned with twinkling lights, canals lined with beautifully preserved 17th century
buildings and Christmas trees decorating historic squares, Amsterdam is not only pretty to wander,
it’s also steeped in history, art and an undeniable festive atmosphere.<br /><br />This afternoon,
board your all-inclusive luxury Scenic Space-Ship and settle into your suite. Relax and raise your
glass to the days ahead at this evening’s welcome reception.</span></p>

Day 2: Amsterdam (Netherlands)

<p><span>Amsterdam is a treasure trove of architectural beauty. Often referred to as the Venice of
the North, much of the World Heritage-listed canal system exists today as it did hundreds of years
ago, lined with well-preserved canal houses and intersected by charming

Day 3: Cologne (Germany)

extensive damage during World War II but was painstakingly restored over the following decades.
Set out on a walking tour of the Old Town, admiring its historic buildings, beautiful squares and the
World Heritage-listed Cologne Cathedral. Then enjoy some free time to explore the city on your
own. </span></p>

Day 4: Rüdesheim (Germany)

<p><span>This afternoon you will disembark in Rüdesheim, a pretty town surrounded by steep
vineyards that have been cultivating wine for 2,000 years.<br /><br />Take a mini train from the pier
to Siegfried’s Mechanical Musical Instrument Museum, where some 350 musical instruments from
the 18th and 19th century play themselves for your enjoyment. Afterwards, explore the charming
centre of Rudesheim, filled with half-timbered houses lining cobbled streets, quaint shops selling
trinkets such as cuckoo clocks, as well as a smattering of wine taverns.</span></p>

Day 6: Würzburg (Germany)

<p><span>Cruise into Würzburg this morning. This Baroque city straddles the Main River in the
heart of Franconian wine country. Surrounded by undulating vineyards, Würzburg is home to a
World Heritage-listed palace, a dominating hilltop fortress, the 15th century Old Main Bridge, and
three universities including Bavaria’s oldest. </span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice:
</strong><span><br />Choose between these immersive Scenic Freechoice experiences today:<br
/><br />Walking tour and Würzburg Residence: Visit the Würzburg Residence, a Baroque palace
surrounded by manicured gardens, for a guided tour to see its many valuable paintings, tapestries



and period furniture. Then take a short stroll into the city for some free time.<br /><br />Romantic
Road to Rothenburg: From Würzburg drive by coach to Rothenburg along the Romantic Road, an
important trading route during the Middle Ages. Take a guided tour in Rothenburg, famous for its
well-preserved medieval old town, to see the Gothic and Renaissance City Hall as well as the
famous City Councillors’ Tavern.</span></p>

Day 7: Bamberg (Germany)

<p><span>Dock in picturesque Bamberg after lunch. You could spend this morning relaxing in your
spacious suite or enjoying the vistas of the Main River from the Sun deck.<br /><br />Built on seven
hills, this World Heritage-listed town has surprises at every turn. Intersected by rivers and canals,
Bamberg’s Old Town is resplendent with cobblestoned streets and well-preserved medieval
buildings.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice: </strong><span><br />Stay in Bamberg or
choose to explore further afield:<br /><br />Guided tour of Bamberg Old Town: Bamberg is known
for its charming World Heritage-listed Old Town, one of Europe’s largest intact old town centres.
Learn about its fascinating history as you wander through stunning Medieval and Baroque
buildings on a guided city tour. Admire the charming Town Hall which occupies an island on its
own, a Gothic and Romanesque-style cathedral, and the Old and New Residences – comprising an
episcopal palace, a pretty ‘Little Venice’ and a 12th century castle that teeters on the highest of the
seven hills.<br /><br />Excursion to Coburg: Journey via coach to Coburg. Visit the impressive
castle, which looks over the city, and is considered one of the largest and best-preserved forts in
Germany. Its museum houses a large collection of carriages, weapons, armoury and paintings by
renowned artists.</span></p>

Day 8: Nuremberg (Germany)

<p><span>You will arrive in Nuremberg, Bavaria’s second-largest city, this morning. Boasting an
Old Town protected by an ancient city wall, this city is dominated by one of the most significant
imperial forts of the Holy Roman Empire, the 12th century Imperial Castle, which was the preferred
residence of German kings.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice: </strong><span><br
/>Today it’s your Scenic Freechoice:<br /><br />Walking tour of the Old Town: You will drive into
Nuremberg’s city centre, where your local guide will take you on a walking tour to see the Imperial
Castle which overlooks the city, St. Egidien’s Church and market square.<br /><br />World War II
tour: Your local guide will highlight the main events that occurred in Nuremberg during the Nazi
regime. Learn about this dark time in Germany's history and visit some of the most important
sites.<br /><br />Gingerbread cooking: Embrace the festive spirit and join a cooking class with an
experienced local chef. You will learn how to bake traditional German gingerbread biscuits, known
as Lebkuchen.</span></p>

It is also well known for
its hot springs and thermal baths and has a vibrant nightlife scene.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic
Enrich</strong><br /><span>Tonight, step back into Hungary’s imperial past as you attend an
exclusive classical concert inside Gödöllõ Royal Palace, one of the favourite residences of Queen
Elisabeth of Hungary.
