Day 1: Budapest (Hungary)

became united in 1873, when a newly built bridge connected the two. The city is an architectural
treasure trove comprising styles from Gothic to Art Nouveau and everything in between.<br /><br

Thanks to medieval cellars dug into the sandstone of Nuremberg's castle hill, much of the city's
artistic heritage survived the devastating aerial bombardments of World War Il. Learn how they
were stored and about the masterpieces that were saved.<br /><br />Nuremberg's Castle and City
Walls: The historic city of Nuremberg is yours to explore during this active walking tour. Wander the
cobblestone streets surrounding the Imperial castle and admire the impressive city walls that have
stood strong since medieval times.</span></p>

Day 9: Bamberg (Germany)
