Day 1: Paris (France)

<p><span>The glittering lights of the Eiffel Tower twinkling in the night sky, romantic couples
walking hand in hand along the banks of the Seine and chic locals walking the runway that is the
Champs-Élysées are just some of the images conjured when thinking about
Paris.</span></p><p><span>Today is yours to explore at your own pace and marvel in this great
city.</span></p>

See some of the
quirky characteristics of the district including the greenspace in the middle of the city, the vineyard
of Montmartre that produces some 27 varieties of wine.<br /><br />Atelier des Lumières: Atelier
des Lumières is a captivating digital art center in Paris, renowned for its immersive exhibitions that
blend art and technology. Located in a former iron foundry, it offers visitors an enchanting
experience where classic and contemporary artworks are brought to life through large-scale digital
projections and synchronized music. Masterpieces by artists like Van Gogh, Klimt, and Monet are
projected onto walls, floors, and ceilings, creating a 360-degree visual spectacle that immerses
viewers in the art itself. NOTE: Exhibition changes every year, and 2026 will only be published in
January 2026. The venue combines culture, innovation, and accessibility, making it a must-visit
destination for art lovers and those seeking a modern twist on traditional
exhibitions.</span></p><p><span>This afternoon is yours to explore at your own

100 kilometres of canals and today you will see some of the prettiest sights of the city from these
historical waterways on this one-hour cruise.<br /><br />Walking tour of Amsterdam: Explore
Amsterdam on foot, discovering the maze of canals and bridges in the city centre. Your guide will
be covering history, modern lifestyle and Dutch culture. You also get to taste herring, a local
delicacy not to be missed.<br /><br />Excursion to Schermerhorn & Alkmaar: Step outside of
Amsterdam to visit the village of Schermerhorn, home to authentic windmills dating back to the

Set out on a walking tour of the Old Town, admiring its historic buildings, beautiful squares and the
World Heritage-listed Cologne Cathedral. Then enjoy some free time to explore the city on your
own.</span></p>

Day 7: Rüdesheim (Germany)

<p><span>This afternoon you will disembark in Rüdesheim, a pretty town surrounded by steep
vineyards that have been cultivating wine for 2,000 years.<br /><br />Take a mini train from the pier
to Siegfried’s Mechanical Musical Instrument Museum, where some 350 musical instruments from
the 18th and 19th century play themselves for your enjoyment. Afterwards, explore the charming
centre of Rudesheim, filled with half-timbered houses lining cobbled streets, quaint shops selling
trinkets such as cuckoo clocks, as well as a smattering of wine taverns.</span></p>

<p><span>Dock in the stunning town of Miltenberg around lunchtime. Here, your local guide will
showcase the city during a walking tour through the beautiful cobblestone streets lined with
historic half-timbered houses.<br /><br />Afterwards, take a coach to the historic town of
Wertheim, on the picturesque banks of the Main and Tauber rivers. Enjoy an orientation tour of
Wertheim before reboarding your Space-Ship.</span></p>

Day 10: Bamberg (Germany)

<p><span>Dock in picturesque Bamberg after lunch. You could spend this morning relaxing in your
spacious suite or enjoying the vistas of the Main River from the Sun deck.<br /><br />Built on seven
hills, this World Heritage-listed town has surprises at every turn. Intersected by rivers and canals,
Bamberg’s Old Town is resplendent with cobblestoned streets and well-preserved medieval
buildings.  </span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice: </strong><span><br />Stay in Bamberg or
choose to explore further afield:<br /><br />Guided tour of Bamberg Old Town: Bamberg is known
for its charming World Heritage-listed Old Town, one of Europe’s largest intact old town centres.
Learn about its fascinating history as you wander through stunning Medieval and Baroque
buildings on a guided city tour. Admire the charming Town Hall which occupies an island on its
own, a Gothic and Romanesque-style cathedral, and the Old and New Residences – comprising an
episcopal palace, a pretty ‘Little Venice’ and a 12th century castle that teeters on the highest of the
seven hills.<br /><br />Excursion to Coburg: Journey via coach to Coburg. Visit the impressive
castle, which looks over the city, and is considered one of the largest and best-preserved forts in
Germany. Its museum houses a large collection of carriages, weapons, armoury and paintings by
renowned artists.</span></p>

Day 11: Nuremberg (Germany)

<p><span>You will arrive in Nuremberg, Bavaria’s second-largest city, this morning. Boasting an
Old Town protected by an ancient city wall, this city is dominated by one of the most significant
imperial forts of the Holy Roman Empire, the 12th century Imperial Castle, which was the preferred
residence of German kings.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice: </strong><span><br
/>Today it’s your Scenic Freechoice:<br /><br />Walking tour of the Old Town: You will drive into
Nuremberg’s city centre, where your local guide will take you on a walking tour to see the Imperial
Castle which overlooks the city, St. Egidien’s Church and market square.<br /><br />World War II
tour: Your local guide will highlight the main events that occurred in Nuremberg during the Nazi
regime. Learn about this dark time in Germany's history and visit some of the most important
sites.<br /><br />Gingerbread cooking: Embrace the festive spirit and join a cooking class with an
experienced local chef. You will learn how to bake traditional German gingerbread biscuits, known
as Lebkuchen.</span></p>

/>Regensburg walking tour: Your expert local guide will show you the old stone bridge, the Church
of St James, and the Porta Praetoria all while sharing the customs and traditions of the region
during the festive period.<br /><br />Bavarian beer tasting: Visit a series of traditional breweries,
learn about the intricacies of brewing and sample a variety of distinctive Bavarian
beers.</span></p>

Day 13: Passau (Germany)

<p><span>Set on the confluence of the Danube, Inn and Ilz rivers, Passau has been an important
trading city since medieval times, particularly for salt, commonly known as ‘white gold’. Each river
is distinct in colour and some days you can clearly see the green, blue and black hues where the
waters meet. At the centre of the Baroque city, the 13th century Italianate Old Town is packed with
tight laneways tunnels and archways, including an ‘Artist’s mile’ where old buildings are occupied
by artist studios, workshops and galleries. </span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice:
</strong><span><br />Take your pick from the following Scenic Freechoice excursions.<br /><br
/>Full day excursion to Salzburg: Journey via coach to Salzburg, Austria. Surrounded by alpine
peaks and on the banks of the Salzach River, Salzburg is best known as the home of Mozart and
The Sound of Music. During a guided tour, explore this incredible city before enjoying lunch at a
local restaurant.<br /><br />Full day excursion to Ceský Krumlov: From Passau journey via coach to
the Czech town of Ceský Krumlov. This delightful World Heritage-listed town is brimming with
charm. Wander this fairy-tale location with your guide and explore the historic centre before a
delicious lunch at a local restaurant.<br /><br />Highlights of Passau: Join your local guide on a
walking tour, admiring the brightly coloured buildings that line the waterways. Visit St Stephens
Cathedral, originally built in the year 450 but destroyed by fire in 1662 and rebuilt in the Baroque
style.</span></p>

The Abbey is set overlooking the town of Melk and its highlights include the
abbey church, exquisitely decorated with ceiling frescoes, and the library with manuscripts that
date back to medieval times.<br /><br />Cycle from Melk to Dürnstein: Join your guide on a bicycle
tour along the Danube to the quaint village of Dürnstein. Pass by charming villages and scenic
vineyard landscapes.</span></p>

most beautiful boulevard, The Ringstrasse, and for the legacy of the Habsburg
monarchy.  </span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice: </strong><span><br />Spend the day
exploring Vienna or venture further afield with Scenic Freechoice:<br /><br />Schönbrunn Palace:
Explore Schönbrunn Palace, the former summer residence of the Habsburg family. Hear tales
about the royal family that lives here and see the impressive gardens.<br /><br />Central Vienna:
Vienna is brimming with history, elegance and diverse architecture. During this tour your expert
local guide will delight you with stories from the city before allowing you free time to explore as you
wish.<br /><br />Excursion to Bratislava: Travel to Bratislava, Slovakia’s capital since independence
in 1993. This modern multicultural metropolis has an intriguing history. The glorious Old Town and
well-preserved hilltop castle contrast with its brutalist socialist architecture.

You may
like to ask your butler to bring coffee to your suite so you can savour it as the beautiful scenery
rolls by your window.<br /><br />The capital of Hungary and one of Europe’s most diverse and
vibrant cities. Budapest is divided by the Danube, with Buda on one side and Pest on the other, this
city became united in 1873 when a newly built bridge connected the two. It’s an architectural
treasure trove comprising styles from Gothic to Art Nouveau and everything in between. It is also
well known for its hot springs and thermal baths and has a vibrant nightlife
scene.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Enrich</strong><br /><span>Tonight, step back into



Hungary’s imperial past as you attend an exclusive classical concert inside Gödöllõ Royal Palace,
one of the favourite residences of Queen Elisabeth of Hungary. The world’s second largest Baroque
palace, it dates back to the 18th century.</span></p>

Sample local specialties and hear fascinating stories about
Budapest’s food culture.<br /><br />Guided hike of Buda: Strap on your walking shoes for a
beautiful hike through the Buda district of the city. On your walk, see Varket Bazar and beautifully
landscaped gardens, all while enjoying great views over the Danube River and the city
architecture.</span></p>
