Day 1: Budapest (Hungary)

<p><span>Your journey begins in the picturesque city of Budapest, one of Europe’s most diverse
and vibrant cities. Divided by the Danube, with Buda on one side and Pest on the other, this city
became united in 1873, when a newly built bridge connected the two. The city is an architectural
treasure trove comprising styles from Gothic to Art Nouveau and everything in between.<br /><br
/>This afternoon, board your all-inclusive luxury Scenic Space-Ship and settle into your suite. Relax
and raise your glass to the days ahead at this evening’s welcome reception.</span></p>

Day 2: Budapest (Hungary)

Surrounded by vineyards, the town has historical
buildings that date back to the 12th century, including the hilltop ruins of Dirnstein Castle where
Richard the Lionheart was famously imprisoned between 1192 and 1193.<br /><br />Over lunch,
cruise through the Wachau Valley where you will be mesmerised by the sloping vineyards and
charming villages, before arriving in Melk. This small town is dominated by its dramatic, World
Heritage-listed Benedictine Abbey, which towers above it from a rocky
outcrop.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice: </strong><span><br />This afternoon offers a
variety of Scenic Freechoice excursions to choose from:<br /><br />Guided tour of Melk Abbey:

</strong><span><br />Regensburg walking tour: Your expert local guide will show you the old
stone bridge, the Church of St James, and the Porta Praetoria all while sharing the customs and
traditions of the region during the festive period.<br /><br />Bavarian beer tasting: Visit a series of
traditional breweries, learn about the intricacies of brewing and sample a variety of distinctive
Bavarian beers.</span></p>

Day 8: Nuremberg (Germany)

Boasting an
Old Town protected by an ancient city wall, this city is dominated by one of the most significant
imperial forts of the Holy Roman Empire, the 12th century Imperial Castle, which was the preferred

/>Walking tour of the Old Town: You will drive into Nuremberg’s city centre, where your local guide
will take you on a walking tour to see the Imperial Castle which overlooks the city, St. Egidien’s
church and market square.<br /><br />The trials and tribulations of WWII Tour: Join your expert
local guide and learn about the horrific events that occurred in Nuremberg during the Third
Reich.<br /><br />Gingerbread cooking: Embrace the festive spirit and join a cooking class with an
experienced local chef. You will learn how to bake traditional German gingerbread biscuits, known
as Lebkuchen.</span></p>

Surrounded by undulating vineyards, Wiirzburg is home to a
World Heritage-listed palace, a dominating hilltop fortress, the 15th century Old Main Bridge, and
three universities including Bavaria’s oldest.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice:
</strong><span><br />Guided city tour: A short transfer via coach is needed to get to the centre of
Wirzburg. Your local guide is delighted to show you their hometown as you stroll towards the
historic market square where you will have time to wander.<br /><br />Romantic Road to
Rothenburg: From Wiirzburg drive by coach to Rothenburg along the so-called Romantic Road, an
important trading route during the Middle Ages. Take a guided tour in Rothenburg, famous for its
well-preserved medieval old town, to see the Gothic and Renaissance City Hall as well as the
famous City Councillors’ Tavern.</span></p><p><span>Tonight, watch fireworks light up the nights
sky as you ring in the new year in Wirzburg.</span></p>

Day 12: Riidesheim (Germany)

<p><span>This morning you will disembark in Riidesheim, a pretty town surrounded by steep
vineyards that have been cultivating wine for 2,000 years.<br /><br />Take a mini train from the pier
to Siegfried’s Mechanical Musical Instrument Museum, where some 350 musical instruments from
the 18th and 19th century play themselves for your enjoyment. Afterwards, explore the charming



centre of Rudesheim, filled with half-timbered houses lining cobbled streets, quaint shops selling
trinkets such as cuckoo clocks, as well as a smattering of wine
taverns.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Enrich</strong><br /><span>This evening enjoy an
exclusive Enrich event at Schloss Johannisberg.<br /><br />Schloss Johannisberg, located in
Germany's Rheingau region, is a historic winery dating back to the 12th century, it is one of the
oldest vineyards dedicated to Riesling, having produced the varietal exclusively since 1720. Today,
Schloss Johannisberg is celebrated for its rich heritage, beautiful architecture, and high-quality
Riesling wines.<br /><br />Tonight, be treated to a wonderful concert in the historic Metternich Hall
at Schloss Johannisberg - a grand, elegant venue within the historic estate, named after the
Austrian statesman Prince Klemens von Metternich, who owned the castle in the 19th
century.</span></p>

Day 13: Cologne (Germany)

<p><span>You will arrive in Cologne this morning. This is a city known for its liberal and laidback
lifestyle, a unique beer culture, thriving auto industry and cathedral that dominates its skyline.<br

is home to breweries serving up draft Kolsch beer and enjoy free time to visit the city's centrepiece
and icon, Cologne Cathedral. You will have further free time afterwards to explore the city on your
own.</span></p>

The venue combines culture, innovation, and accessibility, making it a must-visit
destination for art lovers and those seeking a modern twist on traditional
