Day 1: Paris (France)

The city features striking landmarks such as the Baroque St. Stephen's
Cathedral with the largest cathedral organ in the world, the Veste Oberhaus fortress, and beautifully
preserved Old Town streets hosting museums, galleries, and cafes.</span></p>
