Day 1: Amsterdam (Netherlands)

<p><span>Your journey begins in the picturesque city of Amsterdam. A labyrinth of narrow
laneways adorned with twinkling lights, canals lined with beautifully preserved 17th century
buildings and Christmas trees decorating historic squares, Amsterdam is not only pretty to wander,
it's also steeped in history, art and an undeniable festive atmosphere.<br /><br />This afternoon,
board your all-inclusive luxury Scenic Space-Ship and settle into your suite.
