Day 1: Amsterdam (Netherlands)

<p><span>Fly from the UK to Amsterdam.</span><span>Welcome to Amsterdam. The

did hundreds of years ago, lined with well-preserved canal houses and intersected by charming

Day 2: Utrecht (Netherlands)



<p><span>This morning will be spent on board your luxury Scenic Space-Ship sailing towards
Utrecht. Relax on the Sun Deck as you enjoy the scenery rolling by.</span></p><p><span>At lunch
time you will arrive at Utrecht, a canal lined city boasting a multitude of green space, lively streets
and hidden alleyways leaving you intrigued by what is around the next corner.<br

While its beginnings date to the 13th century, Veere
flourished in the 16th century when it became an important port for Scottish wool. This prosperity
lasted two centuries, and to this day Scottish ties are strong.<br

/> </span></p><p><strong>Freechoice: </strong><span><br />A range of Scenic Freechoice
activities are on offer to choose from this morning:<br /><br />Guided City Tour: Discover many of
the hundreds of heritage buildings of Veere on a guided tour. Set on the Veerse Meer Lake, the
village is home to a harbour lined with Scottish merchant houses, a 15th century town hall with
tower, a defensive tower that was later used as an inn and lighthouse, and Grote Kerk, an imposing
Gothic church that has also been used as a hospital and poorhouse.<br /><br />Cycling Tour: Join
your local guide as you ride though the village of Veere, seeing all its key sights as well as the
unspoilt natural beauty along the dykes in the surrounding area.<br /><br />Delta Works Visit:
Transfer from Veere to tour the Delta Works, a complex series of dams purposely created to
protect the population on the Delta plain from flooding. Discover this impressive engineering feat
and see one of the Storm Surge Barrier that make up the project.</span></p>

Please note: Due to uneven surfaces
(cobblestone) and extensive walking, tour is recommended for guests with a high level of
fitness.<br /><br />Craft Beer & Chocolate pairing: Some of Belgium's most iconic culinary
delicacies are Chocolate and Beer. Today join your local expert guide and take your taste buds on a
journey of flavour while learning and appreciating how the complex flavours of local craft beer and

</strong><span><br />Choose from one of this today’s Scenic Freechoice:<br /><br />City walking
tour: Explore Diisseldorf on a guided walking tour, from its gentrified harbour to its charming old
town. Transformed from a once abandoned area to a haven of architectural masterpieces, Media
Harbour is a fascinating mix of old and new. The Old Town is referred to as the world’s longest bar
for its high concentration of drinking spots and is also home to the 450-year-old city hall and Castle
Tower, which dates to the 13th century.<br /><br />Cycling tour: Cycle along the banks of the Rhine
River towards one of the most historic regions of Dusseldorf, Kaiserswerth. Enjoy the wonderful
scenery, including the fortress that has protected this region for over 1,000 years.<br /><br

production. Visit some well-known microbreweries and sample some delicious Altbier, the
traditional ale produced in this region. The beer is named for the old method in which it is
produced, using top-fermentation.<br /><br />Dusseldorf — City of Art: Dusseldorf is a fascinating
city were medieval buildings and modern skyscrapers co-exist. Learn about the artistic heritage of
Dusseldorf starting in the historic Old Town and making your way to the Media Hafen. Transformed
from a once abandoned area to a haven of architectural masterpieces, Media Harbour is a
fascinating mix of old and new. Your tour concludes at the K21 Museum where you can take a

/> </span></p><p><strong>Freechoice: </strong><span><br />Decide how you will spend your day
from the following Scenic Freechoice experiences:<br /><br />Walking Tour of Bernkastel: Discover
the town of Bernkastel, settled on the banks of the Moselle River. Your expert guide will explain the
local architecture and culture during a guided tour and you will also have some time at leisure to
discover Bernkastel on your own.

<p><span>Located where the Rhine and Moselle rivers meet, Koblenz has a melange of French and
German cultures and it's one of Germany's oldest cities with a history spanning 2,000
years.</span></p><p><strong>Freechoice: </strong><span><br />Today's Scenic Freechoice are
diverse and unique, decide what suits you:<br /><br />Guided walking tour of Koblenz: Join your
guide through one of the oldest cities in Germany. Explore the Florinsmarkt, the former political and
economic centre of the city. On your way through the winding streets of the old town you will see
impressive townhouses, each with its own unique history, charming squares and historic
churches.<br /><br />Marksburg Castle: From Koblenz drive to Marksburg Castle, perched high
above the Rhine River. Tour this impressive medieval castle that holds the honour of being the only
castle on the Middle Rhine that has avoided destruction over the years. The castle dates to 1117
and is a perfect example of medieval architecture. Note: This is for active guests only and requires
a good degree of fitness and mobility.<br /><br />Medieval Limburg: From Koblenz, travel by coach
to the charming medieval town of Limburg an der Lahn. Here you will have the chance to walk the
historic cobblestone streets lined with perfectly preserved half-timbered houses. Make your way up
to the Cathedral that overlooks the city as well as the Alte Lahnbrucke, the Old Bridge that

Rhine Gorge in the Upper Middle Rhine Valley towards Riidesheim. This 65-kilometre stretch of the
river is dotted with some 40 hilltop castles and fortresses that span a period of 1,000 years. Sailing
down this section of the river is like being transported through the pages of a fairy-tale

book. </span></p><p><span>The Rhine is abounded in myths and legends; folklore that has been
passed on for generations, including the story of Lorelei. This enchanting female was betrayed by
her sweetheart and spent her days bewitching men. As her punishment, she was sent to a nunnery,
however on her way she jumped to her death in the river. Legend has her spirit casting spells on
sailors who passed the rock, where a bronze statue sits today. </span></p><p><span>This
afternoon you will disembark in Rlidesheim, a pretty town surrounded by steep vineyards that have
been cultivating wine for a staggering two millennia.</span></p><p><strong>Freechoice:
</strong><span><br />Make your selection for this afternoon's Scenic Freechoice tours:<br /><br
/>Siegfried’s Musikkabinett Museum: From the pier take a mini train through the quaint winding
streets of Riidesheim to Siegfried’s Musikkabinett Museum where a local guide will introduce you
to the weird and wonderful mechanical musical instruments. Afterwards enjoy free time to wander
the town or take the cable car up to the Niederwald Monument where you’ll have breathtaking



views over the river. This 17th century statue was built to commemorate the unification of
Germany.<br /><br />Hike & Cable Car: Join a local guide for a hike through the rolling vineyards of
Rudesheim, a wine region famous for its Riesling, and enjoy spectacular views of the countryside
and Rhine River below.

Ship via coach. There are some stairs and uneven ground, but the walking tour is not too
strenuous.<br /><br />Excursion to Bad Durkheim: From Mannheim, it's just a short drive through
stunning vine-covered landscapes to Bad Durkheim. On arrival, visit the renowned property of Fritz
Ritter, a 9th generation family-owned vineyard that offers exceptional quality wine that you will

<p><span>The city of Kehl is the gateway to Strasbourg, the capital city of the Alsace region, where
sherbert-coloured, half-timbered houses heave together on the banks of a complex network of
canals.</span></p><p><strong>Freechoice: </strong><span><br />A range of Scenic Freechoice
activities are available for you to choose from today:<br /><br />Guided walking tour of Strasbourg:
Enjoy a guided walking tour of the charming town of Strasbourg, seeing many of the most
important sights of the city including the Cathedral, Petit France and the Grand lle. Strasbourg is
located on the border of France and Germany and ownership of the town has changed hands many



times between the two countries. Due to this, Strasbourg is a unique mixture of both French and
German architecture and culture. Please Note: this is an active walk. <br /><br />Alsace Wine
Region: The French Alsace region is a culturally diverse wine-growing area that shares its border
with Germany and Switzerland. Today you will visit the village of Mittelbergheim, a member of the
Les Plus Beaux Villages de France (‘the most beautiful villages in France') association. In
Mittelbergheim, enjoy a tasting at a local wine cellar before going to the neighbouring town of
Obernai, for some free time.</span></p><p><span>Your Scenic Space-Ship departs later this
evening, which means you have free time to wander Strasbourg at your own pace.</span></p>

/> </span></p><p><strong>Freechoice: </strong><span><br />A diverse range of Scenic
Freechoice experiences are on offer to choose from today:<br /><br />Wine tasting at Kaiserstuhl:
Volcanic rocks make up a large part of the central and western Kaiserstuhl thanks to numerous
volcanic eruptions more than 16 million years ago. Because of its loose covered volcanic soils, the
Kaiserstuhl is known as a very good wine-producing region. During your visit, sample some of
these delicious wines.<br /><br />Excursion to Colmar: A visit to Colmar is like stepping into a fairy
tale. Likened to Venice due to its quaint canals, the city centre also features an abundance of
historical half-timbered houses, some dating back a thousand years. Wander the cobblestoned
streets lined with charming stores, cafes and don't miss the markets serving up delicious local
produce.<br /><br />Excursion to Freiburg: Located on the edge of the magical Black Forest,
Freiburg is a picturesque city. Your local guide will escort you through the medieval town centre
where you will see the Freiburg Munster, the cathedral that was one of only a handful of structures
that survived the bombings during WW2.</span></p><p><span>Return to your Scenic Space-Ship
and toast to your final evening on board.</span></p>

<p><span>Wake in the city of Porto, a 2,000-year-old city that lent its name to the nation of
Portugal. And while it is awash in history, it has a youthful vibe. Porto is both hip yet opulent, where
street art adorns ancient city walls and historical buildings are decorated with intricate colourful
tiles.</span></p><p><strong>Freechoice: </strong><span><br />Explore the region with one of this
morning’'s Scenic Freechoice excursions:<br /><br />Guided tour of Porto: Discover the rich culture
and history of Porto on this guided tour, which includes a visit to the iconic Palacio da Bolsa.
Located in the heart of the city, this 19th-century neoclassical building boasts stunning architecture
and intricate detail, including the Arab Room, adorned with stunning Moorish-inspired decorations
and with a ceiling made entirely of gold leaf. After your guided tour you have ample free time so
why not explore the Bolhdo Markets? This historic market has been in operation since 1914 and
offers visitors a glimpse into the local food and culture. It's a great way to mingle with locals and
enjoy the bustling atmosphere.<br /><br />Active tour of Porto including cable car: Walk from the
ship to board a rabelo (a traditional wooden cargo boat). Travel from Porto to Gaia (or Vila Nova de
Gaia) where you'll take a cable car ride to the Dom Luis bridge, which crosses the Douro River. Walk
across the bridge towards Porto Cathedral, Sao Bento railway station, and the bustling street of
Rua das Flores.</span></p><p><span>Decorative blue tiles are synonymous with Portugal and this
afternoon you will learn about their history while creating a masterpiece of your own during a tile
painting workshop.</span></p>

Day 17: Entre-os-Rios (Portugal)

you will set out to explore the verdant Douro Valley, with options to enjoy a hike, sample local
wines, or visit a city known as the ‘cradle of Portugal’.</span></p><p><strong>Freechoice:
</strong><span><br />Choose from one of today’s Scenic Freechoice excursions:<br /><br />Paiva
Walkways: Explore nature at its finest on an active hike along the Paiva River. A wooden walkway
snakes its way down a rocky hillside in Arouca Geopark, a UNESCO Global Geopark comprising a
mountainscape carved by rivers, and the longest suspended pedestrian bridge in the world, at 520
metres long. This active tour requires a high degree of fitness due to a large number of stairs,
uneven terrain and a walking distance of approximately 4 kilometres.<br /><br />Quinta da Aveleda:
Transfer by coach to this 150-year-old wine producer for a tour and tasting. Explore the fairytale-
like property of Quinta Aveleda, a renowned sparkling wine producer set on an impressive estate. A
highlight of this tour are the enchanting gardens.<br /><br />Excursion to Guimaraes: Fondly
referred to as the birthplace of Portugal, Guimaraes was the seat of the first King of Portugal and



home to the impressive Ducal Palace. Visit the well-preserved UNESCO World Heritage-listed city
and explore the palace, which dates to the 15th century and displays an historic collection of
tapestries, furniture, ceramics, weapons and more. You will also have free time to explore the city
on your own.</span></p><p><span>Relax on board this afternoon as you cruise to Regua, the
largest of the riverside towns and an excellent base for exploring the Douro Valley. This region is
famous for producing Port wine, with rolling vineyards on the terraced hillsides and wineries dating
back to the 18th century. Upon arrival this afternoon you can enjoy a visit to the excellent Douro
Museum. </span></p><p><span>Learn about the history, culture and traditions of the region of the
Douro Valley at Douro Museum. It's set in a fully restored 18th century building that once housed
The Company, which was responsible for the demarcation of Douro wines, as well as being a place
where wines and winemaking tools were stored. After the museum visit, enjoy a drink of local port
or port tonic on the terrace overlooking the magnificent Douro Valley.</span></p>

restored Monastery of Saint John of Tarouca. Walk the fortified bridge of Ucanha, Portugal’s first
toll bridge spanning the Varosa River which was built during the 14th and 15th
centuries.</span></p><p><strong>Freechoice: </strong><span><br />Choose one of this
afternoon’s Scenic Freechoice activities:<br /><br />Excursion to Lamego: Take a coach to the
town of Lamego, nestled among terraced vineyards that were the first to produce world-famous
port wine.
