Day 1: Prague (Czech Republic)

<p><span>Your journey begins in the glorious city of Prague, the capital of the Czech Republic
that until 1989 was behind the Iron Curtain. The city is home to one of Europe’s best preserved
city centres, with its architecture dating to the 14th century, and despite the number being closer to
1,000, its nickname ‘City of a Hundred Spires’ remains today.</span><span>Upon arrival, you’ll be
transferred to your luxurious hotel, the Prague Marriott Hotel or similar, for a two-night stay. This
evening, join your fellow travellers and your expert Scenic Tour Director for a welcome

inside during the war. You’ll also visit the monument to the ghetto heroes, and the Palace of Culture

The city is dominated by one of the most significant imperial forts of the
Holy Roman Empire, the 12th century Imperial Castle, which was the preferred residence of
German kings.<br /><br />Behind its charming facade, Nuremberg also has a turbulent history.
During WWII, the city was favoured by the Nazis for party rallies and many of the anti-Jewish laws
began here. By 1945, the city was reduced to rubble, including large sections of the Imperial Castle
and Old Town. After the war, Nazi leaders were tried here for their war
