Day 1: Lyon (France)
<p><span>Welcome to France and the ancient city of Lyon, often called the ‘Food Capital of the
World'. Lyon is surrounded by two iconic wine regions — Burgundy to the north and the Rhéne
Valley to the south. Upon arrival, transfer to Scenic Sapphire where your friendly crew await to
welcome you on board.</span></p><p><span>Spend the afternoon exploring your Scenic Space-
Ship. Relax in your luxurious suite or take a beverage to the Sun Deck and admire the magnificent
views across the city of Lyon.</span></p><p><span>Please book your flight to arrive into Lyon
prior to 07:00 PM.</span></p>

<p><span>Relax on board this morning as you cruise north into the Burgundy wine region and the
town of Chalon-Sur-Saone. Perhaps ask your butler to bring coffee to your suite or take some time



relaxing in the Scenic Sapphire Lounge, your home for the next 10
days.</span></p><p><span>Charming Chalon-sur-Saéne is known for its half-timbered houses,
magnificent Gothic cathedral and as the birthplace of Nicéphore Niépce, the inventor of
photography. It's just south of Beaune, a walled medieval town that’s at the heart of the Burgundy
wine region.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice: </strong><span><br />Explore your way
with a choice from these Scenic Freechoice experiences:<br /><br />Burgundy wine discovery: Visit
a local wine estate in the heart of Burgundy. Join the winemakers in the vineyard as they share the
secrets of the grapes, then proceed to the cellar to learn about fermentation, their wine production
methods, and finish with a guided wine tasting.<br /><br />Guided tour of Beaune and Les
Hospices: Travel through spectacular countryside and vineyards for a guided tour of the beautiful
town of Beaune, considered an epicentre for oenophiles. The highlight is Les Hospices de Beaune,
a Gothic-style hospital founded in the Middle Ages and now housing a museum. Later, enjoy some
free time to explore at your own leisure.<br /><br />WWII in Chalon-sur-Saéne: Life on the Franco-
German demarcation line: Learn about the brave efforts of the French Resistance, the Demarcation
Line that divided Chalon-sur-Saéne, and the crucial role the town played during WWIl.</span></p>

a splendid example of Romanesque architecture. It's another great centre of gastronomy,
surrounded by the vineyards of southern Burgundy and home to two Michelin-starred
restaurants.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice: </strong><span><br />Make your
selection from this morning’'s Scenic Freechoice experiences:<br /><br />Excursion to Chateau de
Cormatin: Admire this exquisite example of Renaissance architecture, with its gilded rooms, moat
and more than 10 hectares of manicured gardens. Built in 1605, the chateau was abandoned for
many years then beautifully restored in the 1980s.<br /><br />Georges Blanc cooking
demonstration: Travel to Vonnas for a cooking demonstration at the world’'s longest-standing
Michelin-starred restaurant, Georges Blanc. Explore the gourmet village and visit the museum,
created by Blanc and dedicated to his family.<br /><br />Truffle Tasting: Visit a local truffle farm to
meet the farmer and their truffle-hunting dogs. Learn how these gourmet delicacies are grown and
harvested before enjoying a tasting of their delicious produce.</span></p><p><span>This
afternoon, you will enjoy a cooperage demonstration. The ancient craft of barrel making is
intrinsically linked to wine production, imparting a unique character to the vintages aged within

This hillside village is known for
its terraced vineyards, enchanting castle dating back to the 10th century and quaint cobblestoned
streets. Tournon is at the centre of the Northern Rhéne Valley wine region, famous for producing
the best Syrah in the world. The surrounding vineyards also produce signature white varietals —
viognier, marsanne and roussanne.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice:

Founded by Julius Ceasar
more than 2,000 years ago, the city is home to the largest number of Roman ruins outside of Rome
itself. Vincent Van Gogh lived here in 1888 and drew inspiration for many of his works from the
surrounding landscape. Arles is also a gateway to the vines of Provence where historic wineries

The original site
was deemed too fragile for public access, so this replica cave was built only a few kilometres from
the actual cave.<br /><br />Excursion to Grignan de Provence: Travel to the beautiful provincial



town of Grignan. Your local guide will accompany you to the mighty castle that dominates the town
as well as the Collegiate Church of the Holy Saviour, before enjoying some time at

There’s also an opportunity to try your hand at painting your own azulejos at a

On this tour you'll visit the city’s two cathedrals, visit a market to sample local delicacies
and have free time to explore and have lunch at your leisure.<br /><br />Visit the village of Freixo
de Espada a Cinta: A town with a curious name that translates to ‘ash tree girded with sword'.



Legend has it the Dinis King of Portugal founded the town in the 14th century, then tied his sword
to an ash tree before having a rest, hence the unusual name. The town is also the only place in
Portugal where handcrafted silk is still processed entirely by hand, and on this guided tour you will
visit the local silk museum to gain a better understanding of this local tradition before visiting a
local Quinta (estate) for some tasting of regional produce. After this excursion you will return to the
ship for lunch.</span></p>

one of this morning’s Scenic Freechoice excursions:<br /><br />Cba Valley Museum: Transfer by
coach to the Cba Valley Museum, the largest open-air Paleolithic rock art site in the world. Opened
in 2010, this museum is one of the largest in Portugal and is a contemporary building designed to
blend into the landscape. The museum is a great introduction to the region'’s paleolithic rock art
sites through artefacts and digital technology; on your visit you'll enjoy a pre-historic workshop.<br
/><br />Village life in the Cbda Valley: Visit the small village of Freixo Numao, a traditional village
that has been lived in for centuries. Learn about local life before visiting Casa Painova estate, see
the family home and enjoy a demonstration on how sugared almonds are produced. Learn how
these nuts are harvested and used in desserts and pastries. Enjoy a tasting of almonds and local
products.</span></p><p><span>This afternoon, relax as you cruise towards Régua, the largest of
the riverside towns and an excellent base for exploring the Douro Valley. This region is famous for
producing Port wine, with rolling vineyards on the terraced hillsides and wineries dating back to the
18th century.</span></p>

enchanting palace or kayaking along a scenic river.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice:

/>Excursion to Lamego: Take a coach to the town of Lamego, nestled among terraced vineyards
that were the first to produce world-famous port wine. The city prospered in the 18th century and is
a fascinating place to wander, with its many fine Baroque structures. Start your tour at the stunning
Sanctuary of Our Lady of Remedies, standing gracefully overlooking the town. The front of the
Sanctuary is lined by a zigzagged staircase decorated in traditional blue and white tiled mosaics
leading down to the town centre. If you are feeling active walk down the staircase or journey down
via coach before some tasting some local produce at a nearby Bodega before enjoying some free
time to explore the town.<br /><br />Kayaking along the Pinhao River: Explore this beautiful region
from a different perspective as you glide past impressive landscapes via kayak on the Pinhao River,
a tributary of the Douro River.<br /><br />Mateus Palace: Transfer by coach to Mateus Palace,
considered one of the best examples of Baroque civil architecture in Portugal. The stunning
imposing palace sits behind an ornamental pond, where the silhouette reflects to mirror the regal
design.</span></p><p><span>This afternoon your luxurious Scenic Space-Ship will make its way
back to Porto in time for your magnificent Scenic Enrich event.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic
Enrich</strong><br /><span>Classical concert in Sdo Francisco Church: From the ship, take a short
walk (with some stairs) to Sdo Francisco Church, which is one of the most iconic sites in Porto.
Built in the 13th century, the Gothic church has gilded interiors and breathtaking altars. All guests
will be seated in the church for a performance of classical music.</span></p>
