It's a great location to explore more of the Douro
Valley.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice: </strong><span><br />Explore your way with
one of this morning’s Scenic Freechoice excursions:<br /><br />Cba Valley Museum: Transfer by
coach to the Coa Valley Museum. Opened in 2010, this museum is one of the largest in Portugal,
housed in a contemporary building designed to blend into the landscape. The museum is a great



introduction to the region’s paleolithic rock art sites through original artefacts and digital
technology; you'll also enjoy a pre-historic workshop.<br /><br />Village life in the Céa Valley: Visit
Casa Painova estate for a demonstration on how sweet almonds are produced and learn how
these nuts are harvested and used in desserts and pastries. Enjoy a tasting of almonds, olives and
fruit products.</span></p><p><span>This afternoon, relax as you cruise towards Régua, the
largest of the riverside towns and an excellent base for exploring the Douro Valley. This region is
famous for producing Port wine, with rolling vineyards on the terraced hillsides and wineries dating
back to the 18th century.</span></p>

Your tour will culminate at the stunning
Cathedral of Our Lady of the Assumption.<br /><br />Kayaking along the Pinh&o River: Explore this
beautiful region from a different perspective as you glide past impressive landscapes via kayak on
the Pinhao River, a tributary of the Douro River.<br /><br />Mateus Palace: Transfer by coach to
Mateus Palace, considered one of the best examples of Baroque civil architecture in Portugal. The
stunning imposing palace sits behind an ornamental pond, where the silhouette reflects to mirror
the regal design.</span></p><p><span>This afternoon your luxurious Scenic Space-Ship will make
its way back to Porto in time for your magnificent Scenic Enrich
event.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Enrich</strong><br /><span>Classical concert in Sdo
Francisco Church: From the ship, take a short walk (with some stairs) to Sdo Francisco Church,
which is one of the most iconic sites in Porto. Built in the 13th century, the Gothic church has
gilded interiors and breathtaking altars. All guests will be seated in the church for a performance of
classical music.</span></p>
