Day 1: Budapest (Hungary)

<p><span>Welcome to Hungary and the start of your Danube river cruise. The vibrant city of
Budapest is an architectural treasure trove comprising styles from Gothic to Art Nouveau and
everything in between. </span></p><p><span>Settle in to your spacious suite, then join your fellow
guests for a welcome reception and toast to the start of an exciting cruise ahead.

Day 5: Dirnstein (Austria)

wineries, many of which have been owned by the same family for generations. It produces mostly
Riesling and Griiner Veltliner, a traditionally Austrian white wine with spicy, peppery and tangy
flavours.</span></p><p><span>Over lunch, cruise through the Wachau Valley where you will be
mesmerised by the sloping vineyards and charming villages, before arriving in Melk. The town of
Melk itself is best known for its dramatic, World Heritage-listed Benedictine Abbey, which towers

/>This afternoon offers a variety of Scenic Freechoice excursions to choose from.<br /><br />Tour
of Melk Abbey: Admire the brightly coloured facade, ornately decorated rooms and elaborate
frescoed ceilings of the 18th century Melk Abbey. Marvel at the library, filled with more than 80,000
books and medieval manuscripts.<br /><br />E-biking from Diirnstein to Melk: Embark on a guided
e-bike ride to soak up the scenery along the Danube as you cycle from the quaint village of



Durnstein to Melk. You'll pass by small villages and through rolling vineyards, stopping along the
way to enjoy the river views.<br /><br />Wachau Valley wine tasting: Admire the picturesque
scenery of the Wachau Valley as you drive to one of its best wineries. Meet the winemaker, learn
about the celebrated wine culture of the Wachau, and taste local specialties like Riesling and

</strong><span><br />Take your pick from the following Scenic Freechoice excursions.<br /><br
/>Full day excursion to Salzburg: Cross the border into Salzburg, Austria, a storybook city
surrounded by alpine peaks and best known as the home of Mozart and The Sound of Music. On a
guided tour, learn about its art and music scene, visit Mozart’s birthplace, and see the vast
Hohensalzburg Fortress. Enjoy lunch at a local restaurant and some free time.<br /><br />Full day
excursion to Cesky Krumlov: Journey to the Czech town of Cesky Krumlov, a World Heritage site
brimming with charm. Explore with your local guide, admire the well-preserved Gothic, Renaissance
and Baroque architecture, and enjoy lunch in a local restaurant.<br /><br />Highlights of Passau:
Join your local guide on a walking tour, admiring the brightly coloured buildings that line the
waterways. Visit St Stephens Cathedral, originally built in the year 450 but destroyed by fire in 1662
and rebuilt in the Baroque style.</span></p>

listed as World Heritage sites. Within its narrow laneways, the city lays claim to having the highest

</strong><span><br />Today, Regensburg offers a selection of Scenic Freechoice activities to
choose from:<br /><br />Walking tour of Regensburg: On the confluence of three rivers in Bavaria,
Regensburg is known as the best-preserved Medieval city in Germany. Guests will join a walking
tour with a local guide to see the old stone bridge, the Church of St James, and the Porta
Praetoria.<br /><br />Weltenburg Abbey: Take a ferry through the Danube Gorge to Weltenburg
Abbey, the oldest monastery in Bavaria, founded by monks in approximately 600AD. Explore the
Abbey and Cloister Church, then sample the award-winning beer produced on site since 1050.<br
/><br />Bavarian beer tasting: Learn about intricacies of beer making and the region's rich brewing
heritage than spans over 1,000 years and is a valued part of the regions culture. Visit a traditional
brewery to taste a variety of distinctive Bavarian brews.</span></p>
