19th century. The city boasts the world’s most beautiful boulevard, The Ringstrasse, a legacy of the
Habsburg monarchy.</span><span> </span></p><p><span>Check in to your luxurious
accommodation. Relax in your hotel for the evening or head out to explore the city at

<p><span>Another wonderfully preserved riverside town, Bernkastel is home to an atmospheric
market square with buildings that date to the 13th century and the relics of Landshut Castle sitting
high above on a hill, where archaeological remains from the fourth and fifth centuries were
uncovered in 2012. It also sits at the heart of the Moselle Valley wine region and one of the world’s
most famous Riesling vineyards, Bernkasteler Doctor, is just on the edge of
town.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice: </strong><span><br />Discover Bernkastel your
way on one of these excursions:<br /><br />Walking tour of Bernkastel: Your expert guide will
explain the local architecture and culture during a guided tour or the town’s highlights, including
perfectly preserved half-timbered houses and the Renaissance-style Rathaus (Town Hall).

Located at the edge of the Veluwe Nature Reserve, the city
offers a beautiful landscape surrounded by dense forest, lush green parklands and riverside
promenades. Arnhem also played an important role in World War Il and the campaign ultimately
helped bring about the end of the conflict.</span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice:

Museum: Military buffs should visit the Airborne Museum, which gives an in-depth account of the
Battle of Arnhem.

Museum: Learn about the lives and traditions of local Dutch people through the ages at the
Netherlands Open Air Museum.

Day 26: Antwerp (Belgium)
