<p><span>Boasting a staggering 2,000-year history, Regensburg has one of Germany’s best
preserved medieval town centres, with more than 900 of its Romanesque and Gothic buildings
listed as World Heritage sites.  Within its narrow laneways, the city lays claim to having the highest
concentration of bars in the country. </span></p><p><strong>Scenic Freechoice:

The city is dominated by one of the most significant imperial forts of the Holy Roman Empire,
the 12th century Imperial Castle, which was the preferred residence of German
kings. </span></p><p><span>Behind its charming façade, Nuremberg also has a turbulent history.
During WWII, the city was favoured by the Nazis for party rallies and many of the anti-Jewish laws
began here. By 1945, the city was reduced to rubble, including large sections of the Imperial Castle
and Old Town. After the war, Nazi leaders were tried here for their war
