Day 1: Amsterdam (Netherlands)

During WWII,
the city was favoured by the Nazis for party rallies and many of the anti-Jewish laws began here. By
1945, the city was reduced to rubble, including large sections of the Imperial Castle and Old Town.

Banitsa cooking demonstration: Recipes have long been passed down through generations and are
often kept as a family secret.

</strong><span><br />Choose from one of this morning’s Scenic Freechoice:<br /><br />Active
walk to Silistra Fort: Take a guided walking tour of the 19th century fort and learn about its history.
It is the best preserved of the six points of the Turkish fortification system, which played an
important role in the Russo-Turkish wars.<br /><br />Visit Alfatar village: On this exclusive
experience, travel to this small village outside of Silistra. Learn how its people have lived over the
centuries and kept their traditions alive in the ethnographic museum and see the beautifully
restored Holy Trinity temple, a treasured symbol of the Bulgarian Orthodox religion. You’ll also visit
the school to meet local children and hear about daily life for young Bulgarians.</span></p>
