Highlights include
Groothoofd Quay, the Grote Kerk (Great Church) and the Old Water Tower.<br /><br />Delft pottery
factory visit: Delft is a charming city famed for its blue and white pottery. Enjoy a guided tour
before visiting the 17th century pottery factory where master painters still decorate in the
traditional manner.<br /><br />Excursion to Kinderdijk: Windmills are an icon of Dutch culture and
the traditional village of Kinderdjik boasts 19 of them. Explore the town and the role these World
Heritage-listed windmills play in agricultural life, on an experience only available with Scenic.<br

Enjoy some free time before returning to the
ship.<br /><br />Excursion to the Delta Works: This fascinating series of dams was designed to
protect the population on the Delta plain from flooding. As well as being an impressive feat of
