Day 1: Prague (Czech Republic)

Arrive at Prague Vaclav Havel Airport. If you have arranged a Uniworld arrival transfer, you will be
greeted by a Uniworld representative and transferred to the hotel.

Or you can indulge in a tasting at a local
winery.

Bulgaria’'s foremost Danube port, Ruse is sometimes called “Little Vienna” for its elegant 19th-
century mansions and public buildings.
